Treasurer’s Report

Gamston Parents & Friends Association is a charity that is registered with the Charity Commission for England and Wales (registered charity number 1162413). Our objective is to “support the staff and governing body of Gamston CofE Primary School by raising funds to help provide the best experience possible for our children”. Our constitution is based on the model constitution published by Parentkind, the charity that supports PFAs and PTAs (www.parentkind.org.uk/). A copy can be found at www.gamstonschool.com/parents-friends-association-pfa/. The committee members (chair, treasurer and secretary) are the charity’s trustees. We are also registered with HMRC to be able to reclaim 25% gift aid on donations.

We are not required to file a full set of accounts each year as our income falls below the threshold set by HMRC. We do however file an annual return which states the income and expenditure for the tax year. The PFA does not operate a reserves policy as we aim to spend or donate back to school a similar amount each year to the funds that we raise. We do however hold a £300 fund that is ring-fenced for maintenance of the school’s defibrillator (this is equivalent to a grant that was received for this purpose).

[bookmark: _GoBack]As in previous years, the PFA continued to allocate £200 per class to fund resources and activities. The spending on book banding reflected one of the priorities of the new headteacher, Mr Abbott, to ensure that children were accessing books in class and the library appropriate to their reading level. A lack of SEND resources was identified by the new SEND Lead Mrs Slater and the PFA was asked to contribute more than its usual £200 per year. Funding for a PA system and the Divergent Drama theatre workshop reflected the lack of funding in school for creative and performing arts. In contrast to previous years, the PFA was asked to contribute less towards the cost of transport for school trips in 2018/19. This is because the school has an arrangement which will continue in 2019/20 to hire the Priory School minibuses at much lower cost than coaches. The support of the PFA has been recognised throughout the year by the headteacher, staff and governors.

The current bank balance is £2,953.04.
