	Overview of fundraising activities from 2018-19 academic year, what was raised by each and whether to continue in 2019-20:
· Bake sales: Raised £425 - agreed to continue and the following dates proposed: Friday 15 November 2019 (Bannister), Friday 31 January 2020 (Tyndale), Friday 20 March 2020 (Nightingale), Friday 15 May 2020 (Hillary). Lucy to let Hazel know, Liz to create a poster.

· Christmas cards: Raised £60 - agreed to continue to send cards home to be designed, though Jemma suggested offering a session after school where we could help to design them (possibly in the week commencing 7th October as they need to be returned to school on the 11th). Discussed researching other companies for next year which might generate more money. Agreed to have a competition for the best design to encourage more families to do it. Lucy to arrange for office to send the card information home with the children next week. Jemma to look into offering a card design session after school.

· Clothes recycling: Raised £80 - agreed to continue. Next Starlight collection is 3rd October – information sent home today/tomorrow with the children.

· Easyfundraising: Raised £291 - agreed to continue – suggestion to send out a leaflet about this to inform new parents.

· Ink cartridge recycling: Raised £84 - agreed to continue.
